Ambulance, Fire and Police have 24-hour unlimited access to the park. In case of an EMERGENCY call

Front Office Hours are 9am to 4pm 7 days a week. Please be respectful of these office hours.

Camp Fees once paid for are non-refundable. 

Departure Check out is at 11am. 

Quiet Time is between 10.00pm and 7.00am. Courtesy and consideration of other guests is always a 

must. Your entertainment should not be audible to your neighbours. All anti-social behaviour will 

not be tolerated at any time. 

Emergency There is no public hospital in Telegraph Point. The closest is in Port Macquarie 

0255242000. In case of an emergency call 000. 

Fires We allow contained fire pits that sit above the ground in unpowered camp sites only 

(depending on local fire bans). We do not supply firewood.  

Site Maximum 6 people, 2 vehicles and 1 caravan or camper trailer per site. Ice and a convenience 

store are available at Telegraph Point Service Station. Generators can be used on unpowered camp 

sites. Please keep your neighbours in mind when in use. Campers Caution tree limbs may fall 

without warning. Flora and Fauna are not to be damaged. Please do not let dogs chase the wildlife. 

Internet Access Free Wi-Fi is available. See the log in details on the office front door. 

Park Amenities are available for your use. There are no keys or codes required for the amenity 

block. Children must be always supervised by a responsible adult when using amenities. BBQs are 

coin operated requiring $2.00 coins. Please consider others and clean after use. Camp Kitchen Hours 

are 7am to 10pm. Fridge is for the use of all guests. Disabled Amenities a key is required and is 

available from the front office or the kiosk. Dump Point is beside the blue color bond shed on the 

north side on the amenity block behind the color bond fence. Lift the steel lid. Drinking Water is 

available from the amenities block. Laundry machines require $1 and $2 coins to operate. 

Stoney Park is Pet Friendly – please see the rules on the front office. 

Aqua Park and Kiosk- are open from 9am to 5pm during the summer months. Kiosk has food and 

drinks available to purchase. During spring and autumn, the kiosk and aqua park is open weekends 

from 9am to 3pm.
